Key Tasks

To carry out a range of tasks defined within the relevant specifications and work schedules.  These tasks include:
Turf care, shrub bed maintenance, playground inspections, tree and hedge work, litter and rubbish removal, chemical application, general gardening, weed removal, pruning, planting, site clearance, sport pitch maintenance.
Experience in maintaining a range of vehicles including operating a variety of ride on mowing equipment, power tools, hand tools and relevant equipment in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions, including the completion of all maintenance checks.

Hold a full valid driving license and ensure that vehicles, including tractors and mowing equipment, are maintained in a clean and tidy condition. Undertake drivers’ responsibilities in accordance with the Drivers Handbook including maintenance checks, reporting defects using the Defect Reporting procedure.

Ability to understand verbal and written instructions, complete all relevant paperwork and or digital records as required.

Have a positive attitude to a physically demanding role, be able to walk and stand for long periods, perform a range of physical tasks including heavy lifting if needed. Must enjoy working outside, in all weather conditions, throughout the year. 

Ability to work well unsupervised, manage time well and be self-motivated.  Work in a team or individual based environment and on occasion give instruction to other operatives should the need arise.
Wear the Council’s protective clothing and comply with Health and Safety legislation/regulations including, safe working practices and risk assessments.

As well as the duties associated with the main role of Grounds Maintenance Operative, the postholder will need to undertake any other appropriate duties as directed by a supervisor.
On occasions as needs demand there may be a need to transfer to the other sections within the Streetscape Division.
